Firing: Commences each day at 9 AM.

Scoring/Pit duty: Competitors shall perform scoring duties as assigned.
Competitors shall pull targets when assigned or provide a competent / approved puller
A limited amount of target service may be available for hire. Arrangements for pullers
must be made not later than August 17, 2015. Pullers; $20.00 per day per competitor.

Classification: ~ The NRA classification system shall be used. Unclassified competitors shall compete in
the Master class, rule 19.2. Assigned classification, Rule 19.6 or Temporary classification, Rule 19.14

may be used.

“F-TR”; Rule 3.4 F-Class Rifle (b)
Challenge fees:  $1.00 per unsuccessful challenge to be paid at time of challenge.
Sighting shots:  Shall be fired as specified in the course of fire.

Targets: LR or LRFC as appropriate.

Course of fire:  All firing will be at 1000 yards.

Match 1: Unlimited sighting shots and 20 shots for record, prone, slow fire, rule 5.6, 30 minutes.
Any sight.

Match 2: Repeat of Match 1

Match 3: Repeat of Match 1

Match 4: Aggregate of Matches 1-3

Match 5: Unlimited sighting shots and 20 shots for record, prone, slow fire, rule 5.6, 30 minutes.
Iron sights.

Match 8: Oregon Long Range Championship. Aggregate of Matches 4 & 7

Awards eligibility: There are not any membership requirements to compete. However; to be eligible for
awards Oregon residents must be a current member of the Oregon State Shooting
Association. Oregon nonresidents may be a member of the State Association of their
state of residence or the OSSA. Competitors must show their current membership
card during registration. OSSA memberships will be available during registration.
Adult annual $25.00, Junior annual $10.00.

Awards: Awards will be given for each of the 4 categories. Rifle types shall not be combined with

the exception of Match Rifle and Palma Rifle being combined for this tournament.

Any competitor choosing to compete in Matches 5 & 6 with optical sights shall not be combined with any other
class. (“F” Open and “F” T/R excepted).
